1. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE - The Workshop Meeting
was called to order at 6:00 p.m. and Chairwoman Bramblett led the

Pledge of Allegiance.

2. PUBLIC COMMENT - There was no public comment pertaining to any
items advertised on the agenda.

3. ANNOUNCEMENTS - Executive Session held April 7, 2025

4. PRESENTATION ITEMS-~-

a. 200 Alan Wood Road- Rocco’s- Mr. Daniel Winter II, Director
of Operations & Development for Rocco’s Restaurant Group LLC, is
seeking Council’s approval for a land development waiver at 200
Alan Wood Road. Currently, Rocco’s owns and operates 13 food kiosks
in New York, New Jersey, and Pennsylvania. Mr. Winter stated they
have a contract with Home Depot in all three states and is looking
to place a food kiosk at the Home Depot on Alan Wood Road. Mr. John
Di Benedetto, from Di Benedetto Architects, stated this will be a
premanufactured kiosk, 8’ x 6” wide by 30’ long and 10’ £t high.



This would be a one-story structure with a non-permanent vestibule
attached to the front of the building.

Mr. Di Benedetto stated the kiosks will sit on the current 127
concrete slab and will connect to Home Depot’s existing utilities.
The kiosk will not affect the pervious cover, stormwater
management, vehicular circulation, or customer safety. Mr. Di
Benedetto stated Home Depot is requesting this kiosk as a service
to their customers.

Ms. Bramblett inquired whether the food kiosk would be situated in
the area designated for contractors to load their vehicles. Mr. Di
Benedetto stated yes. Ms. Bramblett then gquestioned where the
contractors would be able to load their vehicles if the food kiosk
occupied that space. Mr. Winter stated the loading area would still
be open for those contractors. Ms. Viscio asked about the
implications of the non-permanent vestibule during winter weather
conditions. Mr. Di Benedetto stated it’s 5 ft wide x 15 ft long to
protect customers from weather. Mr. Winter stated the top is an
awning which is separate from the panels. So, during warmer weather,
the sides and front will be taken off.

Ms. Bramblett asked if there would be tables and chairs. Mr. Winter
stated no, it will be takeout only. Ms. Bramblett asked where the
hygiene facilities would be. Mr. Winters stated at all their
locations; they have permission from Home Depot to use their
bathroom facilities. Ms. Viscio asked if there is ever a time when
food is being served, and Home Depot is not open. Mr. Winter stated
no. Ms. Bramblett asked Mr. Matusheski if he reviewed these plans.
Mr. Matusheski stated yes, they are not in the fire lane, they are
on the curb, which is okay. Ms. Bramblett asked what makes this not
permanent. Mr. Winters stated since you can hook the kiosk to a
truck and move it, then it signifies as a non-permanent building.
Mr. Wallace stated by our code; it does signify as a permeant
structure.

Ms. Visio asked whether any of the 13 locations experienced
customers parking in the fire lane while placing their orders. Mr.
Winters responded that when they observe customers parked in that
area, they instruct them to move their vehicles. Mr. West asked if
they have done similar set ups at other Home Depot locations. Mr.
Winter stated yes. Mr. Glassman asked if there is any zoning relief
necessary. Mr. Winters stated no. Ms. Bramblett asked what the
advantage would be of receiving a land development waiver. Mr.
Winters stated that we don’t have to file. Mr. Wallace stated they
would save time, such as 3 months. Ms. Viscio asked Mr. Wallace if
there were any concerns to factor into their decision. Mr. Wallace
stated as far as land development is concerned, no. Ms. Bramblett
stated Council will take this under advisement. This item was
stricken from the Regular Meeting agenda.



b. Plymouth Ridge Redevelopment- Paone- Ms. Christen Pionzio,
Esq., from Hamburg, Ruben, Mullin, Maxwell & Lupin, representing
Sal Paone Builders, stated that they are seeking Council’s
consideration regarding a proposal for townhomes. Ms. Pionzio noted
that there are four sizable office buildings located off Plymouth
Road that have remained unoccupied for an extended period. These
structures are situated between the PA Turnpike, residential
neighborhoods, apartment complexes, and an industrial area. She
expressed her belief that there is potential for redeveloping this
site and revitalizing it.

Mr. Sal Paone, from Sal Paone Builders, stated 523, 525, 527, and
531 Plymouth Road are the properties they are looking at to be re-
zoned to ‘D’ Residential. Mr. Paone gave an overview of the current
demographics of the area, zoning districts, and the current state
of the housing market. The proposed project would sit on 29.5 acres,
and would consist of 159 units, 3 to 4 bedrooms, 2.5 to 3 bathrooms,
and 1 to 2 car garages. Mr. Paone stated 350 spaces are required
per the Township’s code and does not include calculation for
garages. Mr. Paone emphasized that considerable deliberation was
involved in this proposal, considering factors such as stormwater
management, traffic patterns, taxation, and the availability of
open and green spaces. Furthermore, there would be a decrease in
impervious surfaces, leading to an increase in green spaces.

Ms. Bramblett asked about sidewalks for students attending Plymouth
Elementary. Ms. Pionzio stated they exchanged ideas and decided
that they could discuss certain concepts once the land development
process has started. Ms. Pionzio stated they wanted to be respectful
of Mission Kids since they are on that same property. Mr. Paone
stated they discussed with Mission Kids the idea of moving the
entrance since it comes down off their property line. In doing so,
this would double the green space buffer between the townhomes and
their office.

Ms. Leonard asked for clarification on the points of access into
the development. Mr. Paone stated there would be two points of
access, one on Gravers Road and one on Plymouth Road. Ms. Bramblett
asked if the water basins would be fenced off for the safety of
children. Mr. Paone stated they usually like to do that. Mr. Nelson
asked for clarification about where the crosswalk would be for the
school and if children would be able to walk through. Mr. Paone
stated there’'s a gate. This item was stricken from the Regular
Meeting agenda.

Ms. Bramblett expressed numerous roads within the Township have
raised concerns among residents regarding issues like speeding. Mr.
West mentioned that the staff is in the process of developing a
traffic calming policy and is currently awaiting feedback from the
traffic engineer. After receiving these comments, the team will
convene to evaluate the criteria and clarify the concept of traffic
calming before ultimately seeking the input from residents. Mr.
West stated the Police Department have found a software program
which will help leverage real time connected device data to generate
traffic volume and speed data for Township records.

Chief Myrsiades stated this software program is called URBANSDK.
Chief Myrsiades stated as an example the software can determine if
areas could pose a traffic problem before complaints are received.
Mr. West stated this will not be in replacement of the traffic
calming policy, but work in conjunction with it. Ms. Viscio will

6. AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION - Chief Myrsiades expressed his
gratitude for the additional officers Council authorized in the
2025 Budget, which has enabled the department to increase proactive
efforts. They executed 151 directed patrols, incorporated crime
mapping on their crime watch platform, had 41 social service
follow-ups, issued violations for bus stops, and initiated an anti-
bullying program which was sent out to the Colonial School
District.

FIRST AMENDMENT TO LOAN AGREEMENT

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO LOAN AGREEMENT (“First Amendment”), made this
12 day of May, 2025, by and between TOWNSHIP OF PLYMOUTH (“Lender”), a body
corporate and politic organized and existing under the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
with offices at 700 Belvoir Road, Plymouth Meeting, PA 19462, and HARMONVILLE FIRE
COMPANY NO. 1 (“Borrower”), a domestic nonprofit organization incorporated under the laws
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, with offices at 2100 Butler Pike, Plymouth Meeting, PA
19462.

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, Lender and Borrower are parties to that certain Loan Agreement dated
October 29, 2024 (the “Agreement”), regarding disbursement of a zero percent (0%) interest loan
in equal installments over a period of thirty (30) years, as more particularly described in the
Agreement, a copy of which is attached hereto and labeled as Exhibit “A;” and

WHEREAS, Lender and Borrower now desire to modify and amend the Agreement under
the terms set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein and
intending to be legally bound hereby, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The Recitals are hereby incorporated by reference as if fully set forth herein.

2. Capitalized Terms. All capitalized terms used in this First Amendment but not otherwise
defined herein shall have the meanings ascribed to such terms in the Agreement unless the
context requires otherwise.

3. Amendment. The Agreement is amended as follows:
a. THE LOAN. Paragraph 1 is amended to provide that the Lender agrees to lend, and
Borrower agrees to borrow, a sum not to exceed Four Million Dollars and No Cents
($4,000,000.00) (the “Loan”).

b. DISBURSEMENTS. Paragraph 4.(c) continues to hold that Borrower will pay
Lender the principal balance in equal installments at zero percent (0%) interest but
is amended to provide that the payments will be made through a reduction of the
Lender’s appropriations to Borrower in the amount of $133,333.33 per year over a
term of 30 years.

4. Miscellaneous.
a. Confirmation and Reaffirmation. Lender and Borrower hereby confirm and
reaffirm the Agreement as modified herein.




b. Full Force and Effect. Except as amended hereby, the Agreement shall remain in
full force and effect. The First Amendment and Agreement contain the entire
agreement between Lender and Borrower.

c. Counterparts. This First Amendment may be executed in one or more counterparts,
and all such counterparts shall constitute one and the same document, binding on
Lender and Borrower, even if all parties have not executed the same counterpart.

d. Electronic Execution. This First Amendment may be signed and transmitted by
electronic means and the signature of any person on an electronically transmitted
copy hereof shall be considered an original signature and have the same binding
effect as an original signature on an original document. No party hereto may raise
the fact that any signature was transmitted through electronic means as a defense to
the enforcement of this First Amendment or any amendment hereto or other
document executed in connection with the transaction contemplated by this First
Amendment.

e. Governing Law. This First Amendment shall be governed by the laws of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

19462, and Harmonville Fire Company No. 1 ("Borrower"), a Borrower organized and existing under the
laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, with offices at 2100 Butler Pike, Plymouth Meeting, PA
19462 (the “Property”™).

WITNESSETH:

1. THE LOAN
Subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, Lender agrees to lend, and
Borrower agrees to borrow, a sum not exceeding Three Million Five Hundred Thousand Dollars

($3,500,000) (the "Loan") in the aggregate.

2. SECURITY

(a) The Loan will be disbursed by Lender in installments as hereinafter
provided.
3. CONSTRUCTION
(a) Borrower will immediately proceed with the renovation of the Property

(the "Project") in accordance with the plans and specifications (the "Plans and Specifications") as
submitted and approved by Lender, employing sufficient workers and supplying sufficient materials so
that the construction of the Project will be fully completed as expeditiously as possible.

b) The construction of the Project when complete will not violate applicable
use or other restrictions established either in prior conveyances, zoning laws or regulations, or elsewhere.

© Borrower will furnish to Lender, upon Lender's request, executed copies
of all construction contracts and subcontracts, invoices, estimates, and sworn statements setting forth the
names of the contractors, subcontractors and all others furnishing labor, materials and services involved in
the construction of the Project.

(d) Borrower will provide to Lender facilities commonly made available by
responsible general contractors for the inspection of the Project and afford Lender full and free access to
all plans, drawings and records with respect to the construction.

(e) Lender may at any time place a superintendent or inspector on the job,
whose duties shall be to require that the construction be carried out in accordance with the Plans and
Specifications

® Although Lender may inspect the Plans and Specifications, cost
estimates, actual construction and other matters pertaining to the Project or exercise its rights under
paragraph (e) above, such inspections or exercise of rights are solely for the protection of Lender, and
Borrower understands that Lender is not making and will not make any warranties or representations as to
any matters pertaining to the Project (including, without limiting the generality hereof, the sufficiency of

the construction funds, the adequacy of the Plans and Specifications or proper performance by any
contractor or subcontractor).

(g) Borrower agrees to provide any and all additional funds required to
complete the construction of the Project in accordance with the Plans and Specifications in excess of the
Loan and RACP fund amounts. This obligation shall include, but not be limited to, any cash shortfalls, as
well as construction cost overruns.

4. DISBURSEMENTS

(a) The Loan shall be disbursed on an as needed basis to satisfy funding
requirements and vendors for the Project. The proceeds will be disbursed in an amount not to exceed the
costs of construction intended to be funded with the Loan proceeds. On completion of construction, in
accordance with the Plans and Specifications as approved by Lender, and on compliance with the
provisions of this Agreement, the balance of the Loan then due shall be paid by Lender.

(b Lender may make payments hereunder directly to any contractor,
subcontractor, or materialman for work done or materials supplied or to be supplied, or to public
authorities on account of utilities, roads, curbing, or other similar improvements after approval of the
Borrower. Lender is also hereby authorized by Borrower, at Lender's sole discretion, to set aside and
escrow from the Loan any disputed sum sufficient to pay any bills of any contractor, subcontractor, or
materialman for work done or to be done or materials supplied or to be supplied in the construction of the
Project, or of a public authority for any of the aforesaid purposes, if Lender is requested to do so by a
contractor, subcontractor, materialman or public authority in the event of a dispute, and to enter into
contracts or agreements evidencing same. On any disbursement pertaining to a dispute, disbursement
shall be made only after settlement of the dispute.

(c) Borrower agrees to pay Lender the principal balance in equal
installments at zero percent (0%) interest. The payments will be made through a reduction of the Lender’s

appropriations to Borrower in the amount of $116,666.66 per year over a term of 30 years.

5. BORROWER'S WARRANTIES

Borrower hereby represents and warrants to Lender that:

(a) Borrower has the power to engage in all transactions, collaborating with
Lender, contemplated by this Agreement;

or of any agreement or other instrument to which Borrower is a party or by which it is bound, or
constitute a default under any thereof;

() No consent, approval or other authorization of or by any court,
administrative agency, or other governmental authority is required in connection with the execution or
delivery by Borrower of this Agreement, or any other document relating hereto or thereto, or compliance

to the Plans and Specifications except those approvals to be furnished by contractors.

6. NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES

The parties do not intend the benefits of this Agreement to inure to any third
party. Notwithstanding anything contained herein or in the other Loan Documents or any other document
executed in connection with this transaction, or any conduct or course of conduct by either or both of the
parties hereto, or their respective affiliated companies, agents or employees, before or after signing this
Agreement or any of the other aforesaid documents, this Agreement shall not be construed as creating any
rights, claims or cause of action against Lender, or any of its officers, agents or employees in favor of any
prime contractor or any other contractor, subcontractor, supplier of labor or materials or any of their
respective creditors, or any other person or entity other than Borrower. Without limiting the generality of
the foregoing, disbursements made directly to any prime contractor or any other contractor, subcontractor
or supplier of labor and materials shall not be deemed a recognition by the Lender of a third party
beneficiary status of any such person or entity.

7. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Borrower shall secure property hazard insurance naming Lender as an additional
insured. Borrower and Lender shall agree on coverage thresholds after a review of the Project plans.

8. DEFAULT

The occurrence of any one or more of the following shall, at the option of Lender, and
upon written notice from Lender to Borrower, constitute an Event of Default hereunder:

(a) A petition shall have been filed by Borrower under any of the provisions
